I. SCHOLARSHIPS & LOANS TO STUDENTS 
 

THE CHARLES WILSON HACKETT MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP of $2,000 is awarded 
to a graduate student for outstanding achievement in Latin American Studies 
at The University of Texas at Austin. 
 
THE JEANNIE HUNTER HACKETT MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP of $2,000 is awarded 
to an outstanding Latin American undergraduate at the University of Texas at 
Austin. 
 
THE MITTY GUERRA MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP of $2,000 is awarded to a 
Hispanic woman residing in Austin who has shown determination in 
completing her educational goals and has overcome personal barriers to 
further her dream. 
 
THE AUSTIN PAN AMERICAN ROUND TABLE REVOLVING FUND AT THE UNIVERSITY 
OF TEXAS AT AUSTIN is administered by the International Student Advisor at 
the International Office who grants small, short-term, non-interest emergency 
loans to UT Latin American Students. 

II. GRANTS TO EDUCATION AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT 
 

THE PARTNERS IN EDUCATION PROGRAM awards two grants of $250 a year, 
one to Rodriguez Elementary School and another to Reading is Fundamental 
in Austin. 

 
THE SPECIAL PROJECTS PROGRAM awards grants to worthy community 
projects assisting Latin American people in the areas of health, education, 
parenting, human development, art and science. 
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III. CONTRIBUTIONS TO MEMORIALS AND ENDOWMENT FUNDS 
 

A contribution of $2.00 per member is sent to the FLORENCE TERRY 
GRISWOLD SCHOLARSHIP FUND OF THE PAN AMERICAN ROUND TABLE OF TEXAS. 
 
A memorial contribution of $10 on the death of an Austin member is sent to 
the FLORENCE TERRY GRISWOLD ENDOWMENT SCHOLARSHIP FUND.

The MITTY GUERRA ENDOWMENT FUND was established to honor persons who 
have made special contributions or rendered outstanding services to further 
the objectives of Pan American Round Table.
