Voting shall be by ballot except 

if there be but one nominee, in which case the election shall be by voice.  A 

plurality shall elect the committee members. A majority vote shall elect 

officers.  They shall be installed at the following May meeting. 

Section 4. The Nominating Committee shall consist of five Active 

Members, two appointed by the incoming Board of Directors, and three 

elected by the General Assembly from the slate of six presented by the 

incumbent Nominating Committee at the January meeting of election 

years. The elected member receiving the highest number of votes shall act 

as chairman.  When a vacancy occurs in the Nominating or Membership 

Committees, the Director/President shall appoint a replacement, subject to 

the approval of the Board of Directors. 

Article VIII—Duties of Officers

Directors. 

 Section2. At least two business meetings shall be held annually.  

 Section3. Special meetings may be called by the Director/President 

or upon written request of five Active members. 

  Section 4. Thirty percent of the voting, i.e. active, members present 

shall constitute a quorum. 

  Section 5. Officers shall be installed biennially in May in the odd 

years.  Committee Chairmen shall file written reports at this same meeting 

Article VII—Officers 

 Section 1.  The Officers of the Pan American Round Table shall be; A 

Director/ President, two Associate Directors/ Vice Presidents, a Secretary, a 

Treasurer, and an Historian, elected biennially.  A Parliamentarian and a 

Custodian shall be appointed by the Director/ President.  

 Section 2. The term of office shall be for two years.  Any officer or 

elected member of a committee may succeed herself to the same office if 

necessary. 

  Section 3. At the January meeting of election years (odd years), the 

Nominating Committee shall present a ticket consisting of a slate of officers, 

three candidates for the Membership Committee and six candidates for the 

Nominating Committee.  Additional nominations may be made from the floor
